WEAVING

STOP when themes, language, characters, or arguments connect.
Ask: How does this relate to what I’ve read before? What connections can I make? What patterns emerge?
 
CURATING

STOP when you see key evidence or examples.
Ask: What should I take note of? How do I interpret this?
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
